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Enclosed 1s a claim letter from Henry E. Brown, Jr., for a “loss™ of $9,040.00 that allegedly

resulted from a fire that “was started in the National Forest”™ on May 30, 1989. On January 31.
2005, Mr. Brown hand-delivered the letter, dated the same day, to Forest Supervisor Jerome
Ihomas, Francis Marion & Sumter NFs, apparently in response to a demand letter and bill for

collection the Forest Service issued to Mr. Brown on January 28.

Mr. Brown asserts the Forest Service “neither detected nor contained the fire,” and that it burned
51 acres. Mr. Brown requests that, “To be consistent with your method of computing expenses, |
should be paid one percent (1%) over Department of Treasury Fund rates from May 30, 1989.”

1 received your letier and a notice of billing in the amount of $4 74718 which you

claimed was for expenses incurred on March 5, 2004 to contain a fire of 20 acres on
National Forest land.

| was appalled to read that you considered the matter an act of negligence rather than

the result of sudden high winds that caused the fire to leave my property and move on
to the National Forest.

On May 30, 1989, a fire that was started in the National Forest came onto my property
and bumed 51 acres, 16 acres of which were a complete loss. Based on an estimate

made at the time of the fire by James D. Waters, District Forester for the 5.C. Forestry
Commission, my loss was $9,040.00. To be consistent with your method of computing

expenses, | should be paid one percent (1%) over Department of Treasury Fund rates
from May 30, 1989.

As you can see from the report of Mike Maggard, the U.5. Forest Service neither
detected nor contained the fire. It was detected and extinguished by the S.C. Forestry
Commission. | was willing to forgive the acts of the U.S. Forest Service that resulted in
my loss, but | believe that such a policy should be reciprocal.  Further, | believe a

private citizen and a taxpayer should have the same rights and privileges of recovering
damages as the federal government.

I might add that | have 1,500 acres of loblolly piné with a 5 mile boundary along the

National Forest. As a good neighbor, | was willing fo forgive the government for my
loss. Apparently, however, you are not.

| hope to hear from you with regard to this matter so that we can put hoth issues to rest
