| spoke at 10:45 this morning with Mrs. Regula regarding exhibits for the First Ladies
Library in Canton, Ohio. '

The First Ladies site consists of two buildings: the Saxton House is a National Historic
Landmark owned by the National Park Service but operated by the First Ladies' Library
Association. The second structure is the National City Bank building, a seven-story
building containing library materials, historic collections, and administrative space. This
building is owned by the friends group headed by Mrs. Regula, but is scheduled to be
donated to the National Park Service. .

Funding is provided from a line-item appropriation that goes to Cuyahoga Valley NP, then
to the friends group via a cooperative agreement.

Mrs. Regula was extremely gracious and appreciative of my call. She is interested in " *
installing an electronic, interactive exhibit, similar to one she has seen at the National
Football League Hall of Fame, also in Canton. She has decided to use a local advertising
firm to do the exhibit, but knew they had little or no experience in this type of work. She
said she would send a catalog to me so we could understand what their plans were. | in
turn offered to send a team of no more than two people to look at the space and offer
suggestions or alternatives to allow her a broader range of options. She at first was not
inclined to accept because she is concerned that any NPS involvement would be
complicated and take too much time. | responded that | could have people there next
week as consultants only, leaving all decisions to her.
