This letter acknowledges the completion of your initiation package for Section 7 consultation -
with the NOAA’s National Marine Fisheries Service (NOAA Fisheries) and the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service (USFWS) (jointly the Services) under the Endangered Species Act (ESA).
The consultation concerns the possible effects of the U.S. Navy’s (Navy) Explosive Ordnance
Disposal (BOD) Training program on Puget Sound chinook salmon (Oncorhynchus
